General Information about Camp
 

Camp Location: Sierra Bible Camp is located ¼ mile west of Canyon Dam, near Lake Almanor Dam on Highway 89. Turn south onto the access road at the sign bearing the camp name, then turn left on to a dirt road, which brings you immediately to the campgrounds. 

 

Arrival: Arrival time for camp is 3:00-5:00 Saturday afternoon. When you arrive, check in at the registration desk for your cabin assignment. Go then, to your cabin, select a bunk and unpack. The first meal will be dinner, served at 5:30 P.M.

 

Health:
A Registered Nurse will be in attendance throughout the week. Emergency services in the nearby towns of Greenville and Chester will be utilized if necessary. Each camper is covered by a health and accident policy to cover costs of those emergency services not covered in the camper’s own family insurance policy. All recreation is supervised and every attempt will be made to maintain adequate safeguards to health and safety. 

All medications must be in the original prescription bottle or packaging, and marked with the proper name. All medications must be turned in to the Camp Nurse upon arrival to camp.

Canteen & Crafts: 

A canteen and crafts are offered each day. Those wishing to use the canteen or participate in crafts will be charged according to the materials used. We suggest you bring $15-$20 with you to spend in these areas. Campers are responsible for keeping care and track of their own money.

Musical Instruments: 
 

Musical instruments may be brought to camp. A place will be provided for the instruments safe keeping if requested by the camper, but the security of personal items is the responsibility of the camper.

 

However, there are to be NO AMPLIFIED instruments or drums allowed at camp. 

 

Rules for the Swimming Pool:
 

*A covering must be worn over your bathing suit to and from the pool.

 

Misc Rules:
Smoking or the use of tobacco in any form, and/or substance abuse will not be tolerated.

 

Campers will not have pocket- knives and/or matches at camp.

 

Christian behavior is our expectation of everyone at camp; therefore, misconduct such as swearing or fighting will not be tolerated.

 

Campers may not leave the camp at any time without permission from the Camp Director.

 

The girl’s cabin area is off limits to the boys and the boy’s cabin area is off limits to the girls. 

 

All campers must attend all activities.

 

NO electronic games, radios, etc…should be brought to camp
Cell Phones: may be brought to camp for emergency use only.
 

Modest and appropriate clothing will be expected at all times during camp, including the Friday night banquet. If there are any questions…don’t bring it. 

 

For example: bare midriffs, tube tops, short shorts or skirts, would not be appropriate clothing.

What to Bring:
 

4 or 5 blankets or a sleeping bag and pillow. Bunk beds with mattresses are provided. Bring sheets if you are not using a sleeping bag. The nights can get very cold ~ an extra blanket is advised. 

 

4 towels and washcloths 

 

Personal items- comb, soap, toothbrush, etc. 

 

Swimsuit and a beach towel, a robe or T-shirt for covering while walking to and from the pool area. 

 

2 pair of pajamas 

 

7 pairs of socks 

 

Pants, shorts, shirts, and blouses should be modest, reflecting that of a Christian atmosphere

 

Comfortable shoes (for sports, hikes, etc.) An extra pair of shoes is required.
 

A jacket and a sweater – The days may get warm and the nights can get very cold 

 

A BIBLE, a notebook, and a pencil or pen 

 

Bring a laundry bag or plastic bag for your dirty clothes- (Marking your articles is advised)
